The approved books are: 
 
  1)  Bridge to Terabithia by Paterson 
  2)  From the Mixed-Up Files of Mrs. Basil E. Frankweiler by Konigsburg 
  3)  Hatchet by Paulsen 
  4)  Maniac Magee by Spinelli 
 
 In each of these novels you will find common themes.  The protagonists, or main 
characters, are young people who are facing real-life challenges.  These challenges 
involve issues such as friendships, peer pressure, and family dynamics.  Similarly, as you 
enter middle school, you will learn to adapt to the challenges presented in a new, exciting 
school environment. 
 When you start Weber on September 6, 2006, you will be required to participate 
in class discussions directly related to your novel.  Since all families will be mailed this 
letter at home, it is expected that all students will have this first school assignment 
completed for the first day of school. 
 All the above books are available at the Port Washington Public Library, 
neighboring library systems, as well as all bookstores in the area. 
 We hope you enjoy the novels chosen, and we look forward to our first day of 
school together.
